' BINGIIAMTON, N. Y., March 10—Tho Parlor 
city has tu rned out a crook with a record 
t h a t ent i t les him to rank With Jesse James 
or the 1 ot-a brothers , of western desperado 
tamo The name of this rust ler and arnatuer 
burglar is Sheldon Lamb, and he has a pal 
who, a l though not possessing the desperado 
ideas of his leader, is a clever all-round crook 
and cracksman. This pair of bveak-a-dav-
J o h n m e s were detected last Fridav n igh t by 
tho watchman in a t t empt ing to p lunder tho 
es tabl ishment of Grandali & Stone, and rired 
upon, b u t escaped under cover of tho dark-
ness and fled to the Erie y a r d s , ' w h e r e they

boarded a freight t ra in and went to Elmira. 
Sa turday afternoon while playing cards in a 
West Water s t ree t saloon in t h a t city, th is 
puir of B inghamton worthies became in­
volved in a d ispute with some par t ies with 
whom they were playing cards, which ended 
in a fight. Dur ing the scrimmage young 
Ives drew a knife and slashed one of their 
opponents across the head. L a m b then 
whipped out a revolver, cow-boy style, and 
banged away at h isantagonis ts and fled from' 
the saloon. As soon as his assailants had re­
covered from tho surprise the firiug of the shot 
had given1 t hem, they, having found that fort­
unately nono of them were hit, s tar ted after 
h im u p th rough the main street of Elmira. 
Across- the upper bridge of the-city he sped, 
his pursuers in hot chase. He turned upon 
them several t imes-and fired, b u t the chase 
was kep t u p unt i l ho reached the yards of the 
Nor thern Central company, where he suc­
ceeded in secret ing himself, owing to dark­
ness. Tho officers, however, kept up the -

search for h im and located him at a hotel, 
whore t hey arres ted lum. * [Beneath his pil­
low, was tound a loaded revolver, which ho 
informed the officers he had in tended using 
had they not overpowered him. Ho was 
t aken to police headquar ters , and in the 
satchel t h a t was found in. his room was 
p lunder t h a t gavo h im away. I n the grip 
were six revolvers, two hun t ing knives and a 
lot of cartr idges. These Chief Li t t le recog­
nized as p lunder t h a t he had been notified 
to be on t h e look-out for by the authori t ies 
of th i s city. Ho sent word Sunday morning 
to Chief Meade of the "ca t ch , " and while the 
message was being received Detective Steph­
enson walked in with Ives, whom he had 
found on Court s treet , he having escaped 
from the saloon in Elmira, after the shooting 
h a d occurred, and jumped a passing freight 
train a n d came onto, th is city. Detective 
Stephenson,went to Elmira Monday and re­
t u r n e d in the evening with Lamb and 
the p lunder tha t had been found 
with him. While in Elmira Detective 
Stephenson was enter tained in a royal manner 
by Cliicf Li t t le and 'h is officers. The career 
of this pair of crooks, is one tha t has a con­
t inuous trail of crime for the past three years. 
About three years ago Lamb became 
notorious in polico circles for s tabbing a.man 
in March 's res taurant , tinder the . F i rs t 
National bank . For this offence he was ar­
rested by Officer O'HCarn, and did a short 
s t re tch . Ives v desirous to make his record 
equal to t h a t of h is pal, drew a pistol oh the 
mother of Vivian Gates, who is now doing 
t ime in the Elmira reformatory. The 
mothe r of young Gates followed him to the 
Erie to p reven t him leaving the city with 
Ives a few years ago. Because of her inter­
ference Ives became enraged and. drawiug a 
revolver, th rea tened to shoot her if she at­
t empted to interfere with her sou's depar­
ture . Since then these two _ scoundrels

A Koarrt or P u b l i c W o r k s Created- .Powovaof 
Tlie Pol loo Commiss ioners Curtailod— 
Salaries of tl io Mayor, A ldermen and As­
sessors Increased, and Another Aasessor 
Provided Kov—Othor, P o i n t s of tho Com-
mittee'tt Keport. _ 

At a special meeting of the council held 
Wednesday evening, tho report of the coin-
mit teo lhaving in charge tho revision 
of the charter was presented, the 
reading of the voluminous document 
being pu t off .unt i l Thursday ovening. 
When Thursday ovening came, however, no 
quorum was i present, and the mat ter went 
over, to come before tho council which comes 
into power to-morrow morning. The changes 
and addit ions to the charter [are numerous 
and in manyl cases radical. A brief roview 
of them willisuffico to p u t tho reader in pos­
session of the most important details. 

CITY COXJKT. 
A city cou :t is to bo established when the 

terms of t l e present justices of tho peace 
havo expirees. This court, shall havo J u r i s ­
diction over all cases now tried before a 
justico and all cases in li t igations which in­
volve the siim of $500 or less. *; The officers of 
this court shall consist of a city judge, sten­
ographer and clerk. Tho salary of the judge 
is fixed at §2,000 a year, tha t of tho stenog­
rapher $75 a month and tha t of tho clerk $25 
a month . Tho city is ' to furnish tho place of 
holding court and is to pay all expenses of 
the court. All fees.received aro to bo paid 
into the city treasury and it is expected tha t 
in tho course of a year or two the fees col­
lected will pay tlm runuing expenses of tho 
court. 

STKEET OPENING SYSTEM. 

The system of opening, widening and ox-
tending of streets has been radically changed 
and simplified. One of the important clauses 
is tha t which gives property owners awarded 
damages tho r ight to appeal to ' tho supremo 
court in caso they believe tho commission 
has not deal t by thorn justly. 

U'HE ASSESSOKS. • 
The salary of the city assessors has been 

raised from $300 to $4.00 a year and provision 
is made for the appointment of one assessor, 
who is to bo paid $200 a year in addition. For 
this extra compensation he mus t hold office 
hours every business day between the hours 
of 2 and 4 p . m. No important changes were 
made in the assessment par t of the charter. 

POLICE COMMISSIONERS. 

Many changes havo been made in this de­
par tment . Tho mayor is made an active 
member of the poliee commission and is 
given the power, which he did not havo be­
fore, of vot ing on all appointments and dis­
missals. Instead of requiring a unanimous 
vote to appoint or dismiss, it will require bu t 
four out of five votes. The police commis­
sioners are shorn of the r ight jof suspension 
and the authori ty to act as individuals. 
Whatever instructions arc to bo given must 
be done by the commissioners as a board. 
Policemen have been very much confused at 
t imes by conflicting orders from tho commis­
sioners. One commissioner, under the" pres­
ent charter, may order a police Officer to do a 
thing, and another commissioner may tell-
him not to do it. This election of.police 
commissioners is to take place r ight after the 
charter election m March, instead of during 
the January previous. 

FIBE COMMISSIONEKS. 

Very few changes havo. been made regard­
ing the fire depar tment . The fire limits have 
been slightly extended, taking in the west 
side of Baldwin street. State street . Railroad 
avenue and Main street as far nor th as Fifth 
street. Additional firo limits arc provided 
for the fifth ward. Commencing a t the 
Chemung river on Sly street, the line is to 
run southwest on Sly and Pennsylvania ave­
nue to Par t r idge street, through the center 
of Par t r idge street west to Harmon, and 
nor th on Harmon street (o the Chemung 
river. 

INCREASE IN SALARIES. 

The salary of tho mayor is increased from 
$300 to $1,500 per year, and of an alderman 
from $50 to $100. 

CITY CLERK. 

* The city clerk is to be nominated by the 
mayor and confirmed by a majority vote of 
the council, and to serve during tho term of 
the mayor who nominates him. 

RAISING FUNDS. 

. Tho mayor, by a three-fourths vote of the 
council, can raise such funds as may be 
actually required to meet an emergency, the 
money so raised to be added to the tax levy 
of the following year. 

WARD DIVISIONS. 
Nothing is said about changing the limits 

of any of the wards or creating new ones. 
'BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS. 

The most impor tant change contemplated 
in the revision is tha t relat ing to tho creation 
of a board of public works. I t is proposed 
that .on the first Tuesday next after the an­
nual election in tho year 1805, or at some 
subsequent meeting, and as soon thereafter 
as, may bo, tho mayor shall nominate from 
the taxpayi.ug electors of said city 
not holding any other city office, and 
by and with tho consent of tho com­
mon council manifested by tlio concur­
ring voto of at least two-thirds of the 
members thereof, shall appoint two com­
missioners of public works, who shall be so 
nominated and appointed tha t the two po­
litical part ies represented in tho common 
council shall bo represented by tho two com­
missioners, respectively, one who shall hold 
his office unt i l April 1, 1896, and one who 
shall hold his office unt i l April 1, 1807. At 
the expiration of tho said respective terms 
of office, the full t e rm thereof shall be for 
two years; and on the first Tuesday next 
after the annual election in each year, or at 
some subsequent meeting, and as soon there­
after as jmay be,- tho mayor shall from the 
taxpaying electors of said city, nominate and 
by and with the consent of .a t least two-
th i rds of the members of tho common coun­
cil appoint one commissioner to fill the im­
pending vacancy, which appointment shall 
be for the ensuing two years. Whenever 
"any vacancy shall occur in said board by 
reason of death, resignation, removal or 
otherwise, the mayor and common council 
shall have tho power and it shall be their 
duty to fill the vacancy in the Manner here­
inbefore provided for regular appointments , 
which appointment shall be for tho unex­
pired term. Tho council by a three-fourths 
vote can remove any such commissioner ex­
cept the mayor. The mayor shall bo president 
aud the city clerk shall be clerk of said board. 
Said board shall appoint ono city engineer 
and surveyor, at a salary not exceeding $2,-
000. Said board shall also appoint a superin­
tenden t of public works, at a salary not ex­
ceeding $1,000. The city engineer and 
.superintendent of public works shall hold 
their office during the pleasure of the board' 
of public works. Said board of public works 
shall have exclusive author i ty in which the 
expenditures of all moneys provided and di­
rected by said common council to be raised, 
and applicable-to the following purposes, re­
spectively, and also t o ' o r d e r and "direct the 
same, to wit: ^Expenditures.in the grading of 

s treets and s ^ ^ ^ ^ > B ^ i S ^ ^ f ^ ^ ^ P 1 ^ ' 
t ion and repairing of ; the'Mmef' 'construction 
and repairing of sowers, ' 'cleaning the public 
s treets; fixing the routes for teamsters, etc. 
In addit ion to the sum hereinbefore author­
ized to bo raised, the common council shall 
in the year 1895, • and< each -year thereafter, 

levy upon the taxable property of said city, 
a sum not to exceed $25,000, and placo the 
same to tho credit of a fund, which shall bo 
known and designated us the pavement fund. 
The board of public works shall ' oxpoud the 
amount t hus raised, or so much of i t may bo 
necessary in extending and cons t ruc t ing 
pavements and repairing, relaying. .and re­
newing pavements heretofore constructed. 
Paveraonts ordered repa i red ,by the board of 
public works shall bo paid for as follows; 
Tho owuer of the property fronting or ad­
joining such s t ree t shall pay two-thirds of 
the expense of t h o \ aforesaid work, 
from tho curbstone- in front of such 
property to a line to be drawn one foot out­
side of the outsido rail of t h e t rack of any 
streot railway locatod on said street, and tho 
remaining one-third of such expense shall be 
paid out of the pavement fund of ' t ho city; 
the owners or owners of said stroet railway 
shall pay the expense ol! said work between 
two parallel lines to be drawn Ono foot out­
side of each of tho outside rails of the t rack 
or t racks of said s treet railway. Upon any 
street, on or through which there is no street 
railway located, the owner of tho property 
fronting or adjoining such street shall pay 
two-thirds of the cost of tho aforesaid work 
from the curbstone in front of such property 
to tho center lino of said street., and one-
third shall bo paid by the city ou t of the 
pavement fund. The assessment levied up­
on property owners for any improvements , 
except repairing pavements, shall bo paid in 
fivo equal annual instal lments . ' Tho 
board of vpublic w o r k s \ shall have 
tho power to set or lay sui table curbstone 
and gut ters on or along tlio sides of tho 
s treets or highways. The board of publ ic 
works shajil have exclusive authori ty to per­
mit the opening of any excavation in any 
public streot or sewer of said city; determine 
the placo for p lant ing and the relative loca­
tion of any shade or ornamental trees in the 
streets-of said city, and 'tho pruning and 
t r imming thereof and of any such trees now 
in said streets; to regulato tho grade and 
width,of sidewalks in said city and also to 
regulato the width of space between the side­
walks and the curb lino in the streots there­
of, and to order the making, building, re­
building, al tering or repairing of all side­
walks and crosswalks in said city. Any per­
son violating any ru le -o r regulation the 
said board is by this act authorized to make, 
or any of the provisions of the city charter 
or ordinances, relating to the streets or 
sewers iu said city, -shall be subject to a 
penalty, not to exceed $10 for each offense, 
to bo sued for and recovered by said board 
for the benefit of the streot fund, and shall 
be guilty of a misdemeanor. 

H I S FATHER FOUNI> H I M 

Hanging IJy tlie Itfcelc F rom a Rafter in the 
Barn. 

BINGHAMTON, K. Y., March 10.—Tuesday 
ovening William Linehan, who lives near 
Por t Dickinson, missed his son, John, whom 
the family was awaro was of unsound mind 
for some time. He had been missed bu t a 
few moments when a search was made, and 
his remains discovered by thcfa ther ,hanging 
from a beam in the barn. The first knowl­
edge tha t the family had tha t t h e young 
man's mind was clouded, was tho receipt of 
a dispatch from Sayro, Pa. , where he had 
been working for the past three mouths in 
the Lehigh shops, t ha t he was on his way 
home violently insane. This wti"s on Tuesday 
afternoon. The family had Dr. Pierce meet 
him at the train, and in a carriage he was 
driven to the family residence, near Por t 
Dickinson, accompanied by the doctor. Af­
ter reaching home he. to all appearances.had 
become quieted and rational, and tho doctor 
thus left him. Bu t about 5 o'clock he again 
became violent, and, securing a large butcher 
knife, declared tha t he intended- killing the 
whole family, as he had been forewarned tha t 
a party had s tar ted from the.city with that 
intention. The family immediately con­
sulted with Frank Jewell, the justice of the 
peace of the village, and requested him to 
send an officer to the house and prevent him 
from doing harm to either himsilf or the 
family. A resident physician wTasalso called 
iu, bu t it is said ho advised that tho unfor­
tunate man be left alone,, • and ho 
was. He disappeared a few minutes after­
wards aud was found as described above. 
For many years the unfortunate man had 
been a faithful and t rus ted employe of tho 
Lackawanna at this station, as a repairer of 
cars. Some three . or four menths ago he 
went to Sayre, and found, employment with 
the Lehigh company in its shops. A few 
weeks ago he was taken down with pneu­
monia, and was taken to the hospital of the 
company. While there, he a t tempted to 
throw himself from one of the windows of 

' the upper stories, he, a t the t ime, being suf­
fering from dementia from the effects of the 
disease, which finally completely unbalanced 
his mind. Coroner Hills was notified of the 
suicide, bu t on learning the facts, did not 
deem it necessary to hold an inquest. • He 
was a widower, aud is survived by two 
daughters , Laura, nged nine, and Maggie, 
aged six. His father, brother and two sis­
ters survive him. His funeral was observed 
Friday morning from St. Mary's church and 
was largely at tended.

George K. Golden Gons l l e n c e B y tlio

WAVEHIA-. N. Y., March 10.—-George E . 
Golden, a farmer living near Lockwood, 
committed suicide .last Tuesday night by 
shooting himself between the eyes with a 
thirty-two caliber rovolvor. Golden was in 
poor heal th and for several days prior to the 
deed had been acting strangely. Ho imagined 
tha t some ono was going to arrest him for 
some fancied offense. Tuesday n igh t he went 
to the bureau drawer, took out the revolver 
and bade his wife good-bye. Going up^ 
stairs he sat down in ono corner of the room 
arid bracing himself against the wall, placed 
the muzzle of the revolver directly between 
his eyes and fired. The shot aroused the 
family and upon going to the room. Golden 
was found in a s i t t ing posture. 'as s ta ted 
above, with his head drooping upon his 
chest. I t is thought t ha t death was instan­
taneous. Coroner D. D. Harnden, of Waverly, 
was summoned on Wednesday morning and 
upon investigation found the circumstances 
a t tending the suicide to be substantial ly as 
herein s tated, and the jury re turned a verdict 
accordingly. Golden was about forty yoars 
old. He leaves a wife and four children—the 
oldest a boy of fourteen and the youngest 
perhaps a year old. His father. Nat Golden, 
mot with a violent death on the railroad track
